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Cresterea factorului de impact al Revistei Chirurgia de la 0,34
la 0,77 (mai mult decat o dublare, deci) constituie un fapt
deosebit de imbucuritor si, in acelasi timp, de incurajator
pentru chirurgia roméaneasca.

Aceasta crestere reflectd, in primul rand, cresterea valorica
a chirurgiei romanesti, cea care sti la baza materialelor
publicate in Chirurgia.

In acelasi timp, indréznim s credem ca reflecta si munca
unui colectiv de redactie ambitios care si-a propus si a reusit,
in etape succesive, si transforme o revisti cu impact aproape
exclusiv national intr-o revistd cu impact international
recunoscut si care, iatd, devine de la an la an tot mai
vizibila.

O dovedeste nu numai numdrul crescut de citari, dar si
faptul cd, din ce in ce mai multi autori striini doresc sa
publice in Chirurgia.

Principalele percepte dupa care s-a condus politica
editoriala a ultimilor ani au fost urmatoarele:

- cresterea exigentei fatd de materialele publicate; a fost,
desigur, principiul cel mai important, in aplicarea caruia
un merit deosebit revine recenzorilor. Acestia, au stiut sa
ii ajute in mod efficient pe autori si-si imbunatiteasca
nivelul articolelor (multe din articole apirand, astfel,
intr-o forma "revizuitd" ceea ce trebuie tradus prin
"imbunatitita"). De asemenea, au avut un rol decisiv in
respingerea acelor articole considerate a nu fi de interes
sau care prezentau greseli de continut imposibil de
corectat;

- includerea unor articole din specialitati chirurgicale
desprinse din chirurgia generald; desi limitati, aceasta
"inovatie" s-a dovedit beneficd intrucit a crescut
diversitatea tematic a revistei.
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The increase in Chirurgia Journal’s impact factor from 0.34
to 0.77 (more than double therefor) represents an extremely
gratifying and, at the same time, encouraging fact for
Romanian surgery.

This increase reflects first of all the growing value of
Romanian surgery, which is in fact the basis of all materials
published in our Journal.

At the same time, we dare to believe that it also reflects
the work of an ambitious Editorial Team that has set its
mind and succeeded, in successive stages, to transform a
Journal of almost exclusive national impact into one that
bears internationally acknowledged impact and that, as we
can see, stands out more and more with each passing year.

This is proved not only by the number of citations, but
also by the fact that there is an increasing number of foreign
authors wishing to publish their papers in Chirurgia.

The main precepts by which the editorial policy of the
Journal was led over the past few years were the following:

- increasing exigency in terms of published materials;
this was, of course, the primary principle, for which
our reviewers must take credit. They have managed to
efficiently help authors revise their articles (many of
these being published in the revised, “improved”
form). They have also played an important role in
rejecting articles which were not considered as being
of interest, or that presented content errors which
could not be amended.

- including a number of articles pertaining to surgical
specialties derived from general surgery; although lim-
ited, this “innovation” proved to be of benefit, as it
expanded the thematic span of the Journal.
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La eforturile colectivului editorial s-au adiugat cele nu

mai putin importante ale Editurii Celsius, materializate prin:

- utilizarea tuturor posibilititilor de promovare pe site-
urile internationale a revistei;

- introducerea sistemului "open access".

Un aspect important care merité subliniat este stabilirea
unei constante cooperiri regionale - cooperarea regionald cu
revistele similare din Ungaria, Serbia si Bulgaria.

Acest din urma punct constituie, de altfel, pilonul pe care
ne-am propus sd construim in urmatorii ani o revista si mai
puternicd, cu o si mai mare vizibilitate decét cea actuala.

Propunerea presedintelui Societdtii Roméane de Chirurgie,
Prof. Eugen Britucu de organizare a unei federatii regionale a
societatilor si revistelor de chirurgie din aria noastra geografica
prinde din ce in ce mai mult contur.

Colectivul de redactie actual si-a propus ca, in urmétorii 3
ani sa dubleze, cel putin, actualul factor de impact; ceea ce,
sunt convins cd, in primul rand cu ajutorul dumneavoastra, al
autorilor, al recenzorilor si al tuturor celor care practici si iubesc
chirurgia - vom reusi!

The current Editorial Team intends over the following 3
years to double our current impact factor, a target which I
am sure that, with the help of you, our authors and our
reviewers first of all, as well as of all those who practice and
love surgery, we will attain!
